Memorial Bench Program

The City of Concord Memorial Bench Program offers a unique and meaningful way for residents to honor and remember
friends and family. For $1,500 residents can select a greenway corridor or City park for a bench placement. The
applicant can suggest a preferred park or greenway corridor, but placement will be based on needs within our parks
and greenway corridors and will be determined by City of Concord Parks and Recreation staff. The City of Concord must
approve the final language requested on the inscription plaque for the bench. The Parks & Recreation Department will
purchase and install the bench.

The name of the person memorialized and/or honored will be inscribed on the plague and placed on the back of the
bench. The bench installation will be scheduled based on the delivery timeline, staff availability, location, and
weather. The life of the plaque is intended to correspond to the useful life of the bench. The City of Concord will
guarantee a minimum lifespan of between 7-10 years for a bench.

Payments can be made via check,
cash, or card. Card payments include a 2.85% fee.
